Taking the Long View, Winning for Idaho

We had some wonderful
news to kick off this winter:
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service announced that it
would provide Endangered
Species Act (ESA)
protections for Wolverines
in the lower 48, where
only 300 of these special

creatures remain in the wild.

This is an especially important outcome for
ldaho—much of the wolverine’s habitat is in

our mountains, and this decision will help bring
additional protections and support recovery. This
decision gives us a brighter outlook for the future
of the species.

This win for wolverines is a good example of
the way ICL works year in and year out for
Idaho’s environment. Wins like this don’t happen
overnight. They take years, even decades to
achieve. The initial ESA petition for wolverines
was filed nearly 30 years ago by ICL and its
partners, and it was through persistence and
savvy, adaptive strategies, including litigation,
that this outcome was achieved.
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Taking the “long view” is a core value of “The
ICL Way.” Being in this fight for the long run is
how we earned this win for wolverines, and how
we will reach our other goals for Idaho’s salmon,
climate, public lands, water, and wildlife.

Long and hard-fought wins are not possible
without the long-term support of people who
care. Your continued support is what made a
brighter future for wolverines—and makes a
brighter future for all of wild Idaho—possible.
What a different place Idaho would be without
our community.

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ICL’'S FOUR MAJOR CAMPAIGNS

A 50th Year Full of Accomplishments

It took about 30 years, five
presidential administrations,
and six court cases to
convince the U.S. Fish

and Wildlife Service to add
the remaining 300 or so
wolverines in the lower 48 to
the Endangered Species List.
It's a mixed blessing. On the
one hand, | wish that wolverine
populations weren'’t threatened
with extinction. On the other hand, wolverines have
finally gotten the protection they deserve.

Like the wolverine itself, our work requires endurance
and tenacity. At times, we encounter harsh
environmental conditions or have to scramble up
and over high alpine ridges. Despite the challenges
that we face, | am continuously impressed by the
work of our staff. It’'s very difficult to summarize all
of our accomplishments—made possible by your
support—in the limited space of an annual report,
but | hope you share my appreciation for the things
we achieved together in 2023.

WILDLIFE

The goal of ICLs wildlife program is to restore
populations of native species and maintain Idaho’s
wildlife diversity. Like the wolverine, the American
Bison does not roam as far and wide as it once
did. Fortunately, ICL is involved in efforts to revamp
an outdated Bison Management Plan for the
Yellowstone Ecosystem. Yellowstone bison are

the most genetically pure bison in the world. They
should not be confined to Yellowstone National
Park. Bison should be free to roam a larger portion
of their historical range.

We are also pushing back on Idaho’s efforts to
reduce the State’s wolf population to a mere 350
individuals. All of Idaho’s native fish and wildlife
deserve to be perpetuated not only for aesthetic
and ecological purposes but also for the benefit of
future ldahoans to come. Who are we to pick and
choose which species are worth saving and which
ones are not?

SALMON AND STEELHEAD

Our campaign to restore wild, abundant salmon
and steelhead in the Snake River reached a
significant milestone in December. The White
House announced an agreement with Northwest
states, Tribes, and conservation groups that
commits funding to urgent salmon protection
projects, supports the development of Tribally-
owned clean energy resources, and analyzes how
to replace the transportation and irrigation services
provided by the four lower Snake River dams.

This legal agreement came in response to

a groundbreaking, state-Tribal roadmap for
salmon recovery, entitled the Columbia Basin
Restoration Initiative (CBRI). The CBRI is a
comprehensive action plan to restore salmon and
steelhead to abundance throughout the region.
The commitments announced by the Biden
Administration are the first steps in making the
CBRI a reality.
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Snake River sockeye salmon face the most arduous journey of any
Idaho fish—swimming more than 900 miles and climbing more than
6,500 feet in elevation to their home waters in the Sawtooth Valley.

We worked overtime this year to pressure
Administration officials into securing this
agreement. Our steady presence in Washington,
D.C., in federal listening sessions, and in a summer
public comment period ensured that agency
leaders heard consistently from salmon advocates.
Our Mobilization Team engaged thousands of
people, who dominated each of these forums.

CLIMATE CHANGE

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service concluded

that climate change is the number one threat to
wolverines in its decision to add the species to

the Endangered Species List. Climate change

also threatens numerous other species of fish and
wildlife, water, air, lands, and communities. Climate
change affects everything. That’s why ICL

is working to reduce carbon dioxide and methane
emissions from Idaho’s two largest emitting
sources—the energy and transportation sectors.

On the transportation front, ICL is active in Idaho’s
National Electric Vehicle Infrastructure program,
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ICL'S FOUR MAJOR CAMPAIGNS

helping to identify opportunities to increase the use
of electric vehicles and access to charging.

Our energy work is also bringing us closer to a
renewable energy future. In Idaho Power’s first rate
case in 12 years, we negotiated a lower increase
in monthly charges than originally proposed,

which has downstream effects on energy savings
and bill impacts. Along with helping future-proof
Idaho Power’s energy generation portfolio, we will
participate in workshops on an accounting method
that helps reflect the real value of renewables on
the grid in comparison to fossil fuel resources.

Our wins for energy efficiency touched other
sectors, too. We successfully pushed back against
a proposal to remove numerous commercial and
residential building codes that promote energy
efficiency. Finally, we secured two major wins to
keep electricity costs from spiraling—benefiting

all customers, especially those on low or fixed
incomes. ICLs work to make Idaho carbon neutral
benefits all Idahoans—because in the long run, the
most affordable grid is a clean grid, and everyone
needs clean air to breathe.

PUBLIC LANDS

From the Snake River Plains to the crest of

the Selkirk Mountains, ICL scored numerous
victories for our public lands this year. Through

a collaborative effort involving an array of
stakeholders, ICL helped craft a winter recreation
plan for one million acres of national forest lands
in North Idaho. The Kaniksu Winter Travel Plan
strikes a balance between winter recreation

and the needs of wildlife, safeguarding caribou,
wolverine, lynx, big game, proposed wilderness,
and backcountry skiing areas.

Another major success came when the 9th Circuit
Court of Appeals upheld a $150,000 penalty
against a miner who knowingly engaged in suction
dredge mining in the South Fork Clearwater River
without a permit. This landmark decision puts rogue
miners across the West on notice that they must
follow the laws that protect clean water and fish.

In west central Idaho, ICL is still fighting mining
company Perpetua Resource’s proposal to develop
an open pit gold mine in the South Fork Salmon
River headwaters. The South Fork is the most
important chinook salmon fishery in the state, and
our water and salmon are more precious than gold.

With a final environmental impact statement due
in the coming year, we’ll continue to fight this one
until the end.

The threat of losing public lands to development
remains a big concern in west central Idaho,
particularly with state endowment lands. ICL helped
start a community coalition called United Payette
(UP) in response to a proposal to purchase state
land around Payette Lake and then subdivide and
develop luxury homes there. UP secured a 2-year
recreation lease with the Idaho Department of Lands,
ensuring public access to some of these parcels.
UP also played a role in designating Shellworth
Island in Payette Lake as an Area of Critical
Concern, helping prevent future development.

National forest lands are a large source of timber
in ldaho. From time to time, there are timber

sales that require our attention. Through an
administrative objections process, we successfully
convinced the Nez Perce-Clearwater National
Forests to scale back the Dead Laundry Timber
Sale in the North Fork Clearwater River over
concerns regarding erosion, sediment, and bull trout.
The Sage Hen Timber Sale on the Boise National
Forest has also been improved for the better, but it
took a lawsuit and a few years to get there.

Updating large land management plans is another
priority for ICL. In 2023, the Bureau of Land
Management designated Idaho’s first Backcountry
Conservation Area in the Bennett Hills north of
Mountain Home—marking a win for elk, mule deer,
hunters, and non-motorized recreationists.

CLEAN AIR AND WATER

One of ICLs goals is to ensure that ldaho’s water
and air are clean and safe. To make sure this

goal is a reality, ICL does something that no other
organizations do—we track every single air and
water pollution permitting program across the
entire state. We also closely monitor existing permit
holders and hold them accountable for violations of
the Clean Air Act and the Clean Water Act.

Since the spring of 2022, the Galena Mine near
Wallace has discharged more arsenic and lead
than allowed under its permit, and in some months,
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ICL Water Quality Stewards Perky Smith-Hagadone and Deborah Crain
sample Oden Bay on Lake Pend Oreille.

as much as 186%! The State often fails to hold
polluters accountable, but when ICL threatened to
sue the mining company, ldaho fined the Galena
Mine more than $220,000 and ordered it to build a
new pollution treatment plant.

ICL also issued our sixth Wastewater Treatment
Plant Report in 2023, highlighting which plants

are in compliance with the Clean Water Act and
which ones are not. This report garnered significant
media attention and will continue to be

an important tool to help highlight sewage
treatment plants that are in need of improvements.

For the second year in a row, ICL monitored water
quality in Lake Pend Oreille. Our citizen-science
water quality monitoring program identified severe
pollution in Boyer Slough, which prompted the
Department of Environmental Quality to develop a
clean-up plan for the slough.

We are also partnering with the Kootenai Tribe of
Idaho, Confederated Salish and Kootenai Tribes,
the Ktunaxa Nation Council, and environmental
groups in Montana and British Columbia to address
mining pollution in the Kootenai River. Mountaintop
removal coal mines in southeast British Columbia
are bleeding toxic levels of selenium into the
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Kootenai River, and impacting fish in the Kootenai
River in Idaho. There are growing indications

that delegates of Tribal, U.S. and Canadian
governments will soon announce a process to
tackle this issue.

High Country News once called the Snake River
Idaho’s sewer system. The Snake carries high
levels of pollution from farms, dairies, industrial
facilities, sewage treatment plants, and other sources.
We remain steadfast in our efforts to revise the
phosphorus pollution budget for the Mid-Snake
River near Twin Falls. Through our science-driven,
pragmatic approach, we are closing in on a revised
pollution plan that aims to significantly reduce
phosphorus pollution—and the other problems it
causes, like outbreaks of toxic algae—in the river.

ICLs long-term campaign to restore the Snake
River to a safe, swimmable, and fishable condition
became all the more relevant in 2023 with the
discovery of quagga mussels in the Snake River
this past fall. Having already solidified ourselves as
one of the strongest environmental voices for the
Snake, we were well positioned to step in and offer
our perspective to the State on how to best handle
this difficult situation. We will continue our work to
clean up pollution in the Snake and keep quagga
mussels and other aquatic invasive species out of
our watersheds through our advocacy efforts.

EXTERNAL RELATIONS

The Power of People:
Expanding the Voice for
Conservation

ICLs External Relations Team focuses on helping
ICL reach its conservation and development

goals through communications, marketing,
grassroots outreach, and engagement. We connect
our supporters to decision-makers, keep our
community informed, and amplify our messages
with a variety of tools. We also find ways to
celebrate you—the conservation community that
makes ICLs work possible.

Our 50th celebration was a big year for this team!
We produced a beautiful 50th publication honoring
ICLs past, present, and future. Many of you asked
for extra copies of this publication, so we did a
reprint—you can call our Boise office to get more.

Along with celebrating ICLs first 50 years, this team
helped ICL make strides toward our vision for the
future. In April, more than 800 environmental
journalists from across the country came to Boise for
the Society of Environmental Journalists conference.
No organization was more represented on the
agenda than ICL. Staff led and spoke on panels,
field outings, and more. We sat on the opening
plenary for a discussion about clean energy and
public lands with the directors of the Bureau of Land
Management and U.S. Forest Service—raising
ICLs profile on the national stage and highlighting
some of our biggest concerns here at home.

Our work with journalists didn’t stop there. In
2023, we shared our work through more than 215
media stories featuring ICL. This included a story
in the L.A. Times, front-page stories in the Idaho
Statesman, and regular contributions to the Idaho
Press Tribune, Sandpoint Reader, and more.

Our Youth Salmon Protectors (YSP) also helped
ICL reach new audiences. Patagonia published
a story and short film about YSP, reaching an
audience of over 5 million people. YSP also

took their story all the way to D.C., where they
advocated alongside Tribal youth for salmon in
meetings with decision makers. YSP also showed
the power of standing in solidarity with Tribes
when speaking on a youth panel at a Tribal-led
conference in November.

In 2023, we held over 100 events across the state
highlighting our conservation work and connected
thousands of people to decision makers. Our
Mobilization Team sent more than 120,000 text
messages and made thousands of phone calls and
emails to alert advocates about key opportunities
to take action. This massive grassroots pressure
helps us reach our conservation goals.

From applying public pressure to relieving
pressure off of ldaho’s special places, ICLs
Wilderness Stewards covered more than 1,000
miles of wilderness trails this year. They left central
Idaho’s special places cleaner than they found
them and helped spread ICL's message to nearly
3,000 trail users. From the land to the water, our
Water Quality Stewards in North Idaho earned
two awards for their work to protect Lake Pend
Oreille—the Timeless Adult Volunteer Award and
the Governor Cecil D. Andrus Volunteer of the
Year Award. These programs not only deepen the
ties between people and place, but make a real
difference for Idaho’s special places.

ICL continues to be Idaho’s voice for conservation
in the Statehouse. The 2024 session is now
underway, and ICL hits the marbled floors every
day to represent you and protect the air we
breathe, the water we drink, and the lands and
wildlife you love. Your continued engagement and
support makes our presence at the Statehouse—
and all of our work—possible. Thank you.
